The Eulogy at the Funeral Home

the deceased. Theeulogy isquitedifferent from the homily.
The eulogy is best given outside the context of the Mass.
We strongly encourage the use of a eulogy, however, it is
more hel pful within the setting of ahome: the Funeral Home.
Itisamoreintimate setting with family and friends gathered
around, supporting the speaker and allowing al to sharein
the life-stories. The wake is the time to remember the
person’slife and loves.

Inlight of this, the eulogy is not allowed within the Church
of the Assumption or the Church of the Immaculate
Conception. If one wishes to give the eulogy within the
context of thewake prayer service, please et the priest know
ahead of time.
