Enthronement of the Sacred Heart of Jesus
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Church of the Assumption

Immaculate Conception Church

- Ceremony –
1. Leader: Let us stand, while the Sacred Heart of Jesus Christ is Enthroned as Lord of our family. 

All gather around the Leader who processes the Image of the Sacred Heart to a place of honor previously prepared.  While Enthroning the Image the Leader says:  

“Jesus, you are the King and Lord of our family. We accept your loving Reign over us. Stay with us as our Lord. We need you, today, more than ever.  I now Enthrone you as King and Lord of our family”.

If a Bible and candles were also processed and placed near the Sacred Heart Image - the bearer says:

 “We are nourished by the Word of God”. 

All: Jesus is Enthroned as King forever!

Note: The Image of the Sacred Heart should be blessed prior to the ceremony.

2. The Apostle’s Creed

Leader: As an act of loving faith in all of Jesus’ teachings - let us pray as God’s family:

All: I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord;  Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried.  He descended into hell; the third day He rose again from the dead;  He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the dead.  

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Holy Catholic Church, the Communion of Saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting.  Amen.

3. Leader: Today we place ourselves under the protection of the Sacred Heart of  Jesus. When we were baptized, we were dedicated to God. That is what we are going to do now--renew our dedication to God by consecrating ourselves to His loving Heart.

4. Act of Consecration

Leader: Almighty and Eternal Father. We, the (……..) family, (then each member assembled says his/her first name) consecrate ourselves and our home to the Sacred Heart of Your Only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, Who loves us with a tender and everlasting love. 

All: May we return this love, as He comes into the midst of our family, to live and

share our lives in a special way from this day on.

We accept You, Divine Heart of Jesus, as a living member of this family. Stay with us Lord. Sanctify our joys and comfort us in all our sorrows. May your Holy Spirit inspire each of us so that we may continually be aware of Your special Presence among us, especially in one another. 

Help us, through this consecration to have a deep and loving respect for one another so that we may daily live this consecration in our family life. Let our love go beyond our home into this world so that we may do our part to win other families to your Sacred Heart thus helping to form a real community among the families of this parish and of the whole world.

Sacred Heart of Jesus, we love You. Sacred Heart of Jesus, Thy Kingdom Come! Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us. Glory to the Sacred Heart of Jesus forever and ever! Amen. 

5. Prayer of Intercession

Leader: Lord Jesus, You told us “Whatever You ask the Father in My name, He will give it to You.  In Your name and with great confidence, hear our petitions:

All: That the Sacred Heart of Jesus may be known and loved and served in a special way, in our home, in our neighborhood, and in our parish; 

Lord hear our prayer!

All: That Mary, Our Mother, through her Immaculate Heart, help us keep the spirit of our Enthronement by bringing us together daily to pray in the Name of Jesus; 

Lord hear our prayer!

All: For all the members of our family who are not with us today, both living and dead;  

Lord hear our prayer!

Leader: We pray now for these other needs that may reside in the silence of our hearts (… pause for reflection …) let us pray to the Lord. 

All: Lord hear our prayer! 

6. Litany of Thanksgiving

Leader: Just as we thank God our heavenly Father, through Jesus Christ His  Son, during the Mass, so also now we thank the Sacred Heart of Jesus through the Heart of His mother. We thank you, Lord. 

All: For coming to our home. We thank you Lord.

All: For giving us Mary, Your Mother, as our Mother, we thank you Lord.

All: For Our holy Father the Pope, Bishops, Priests, and Deacons and all who are  teachers. We thank you Lord.

7. Hail Holy Queen

Leader: Jesus is our King. Mary, His Mother, is our Queen. Let us pray:

All: Hail, Holy Queen, our life, our sweetness and our hope, to you do we cry, poor banished children of Eve, to you do we send up our sighs, mourning and

weeping in this valley of tears. Turn then, most gracious advocate, your eyes of mercy toward us, and after this exile , show us the Fruit of your womb, Jesus. O Clement, O Loving, O sweet Virgin Mary!  

Leader: Pray for us, O Holy Mother of God, 

All: that we may be made worthy of the promises of Christ.

8. All sign the Enthronement Pledge (certificate).  It may be framed and perhaps placed, with confidence, near the Enthronement shrine.

The Leader now gives a special blessing to all present by tracing the Sign of the Cross on each person’s forehead.

Lay Leader: May Almighty God Bless us, In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, Amen.

Clergy Leader: May Almighty God Bless you (+), In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, Amen.

The Spirit of the Enthronement

The Enthronement of the Sacred Heart is the “Social recognition of the loving Kingship of the Heart of Jesus in the Christian family”.

The outward ceremony must betoken  (prefigure) the interior spirit, the beginning of a life of faith and love.  In other words, the Enthronement must be LIVED.  It must imply the family’s intention to live in close union with the Heart of Jesus and in accordance with His desires, a truly Christian life, worthy of their chosen and honored King.

The Act of Consecration itself may be looked upon as a transitory act.  But the Enthronement is a fixed condition, a state, by virtue of which the spirit of the Holy Gospel becomes the guide, the rule and the soul of the home where the Sacred Heart of Jesus reigns supreme.

The Act of Consecration should be repeated often throughout the year.                                  
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
